Meeting Minutes for 5/19/08

I. Call to Order - meeting started at 6:30 pm. The April board meeting minutes were
adopted as written.

Liaisons: Matt Peelen, Gene Williams, Elton Gatewood, and Shawn Stringer.
II. Reports
Police Report was given by Lt. Shawn Stringer. He said that the number of calls for our
sector for the month of April was down 5% compared to April 2007, various neighborhood
clean-up projects are coming up soon, and 2 new community liaison officers are joining
the sector. A public utilities representative discussed nuisance code enforcement - we will
get 5 code enforcement officers and they are working to educate the public about the new
regulations. We will also do more community call-to-hauls.
Fire Department Report was given by Gene Williams. TFD will be working on public
education about fireworks being illegal in Tacoma. He passed out 2 handouts - the
importance of smoke detectors and where to keep important documents in case of fire or
disaster (put in freezer).
Parks Department Report was given by a Parks department representative. He stated the
hours of operation for the McKinley Playfield and gave a construction update for the
Portland Avenue Center in addition to discussing the prostitution issue in that area.
City Liaison Report was given by Matt Peelen. No City Council meeting for the week of
Memorial Day, Neighborhood Business Showcase (summer long tour oflocal businesses
every Thursday evening to build community and see what products and services are
available locally - info on Exit133.com), and there will be a meeting about fireworks on
June lihat 4:30.

Treasurer's Report was given by Becky Fontaine. Upcoming expenses include NUSA
conference and attorney fees (for By-law work). Nancy Davis made a motion (Bill
Weatherby seconded) that we pay the full bill for the auger rental Gust over $100) - the
motion passed.
Neighborhood Advisor Report was given by Elton Gatewood. He reminded us of the
approaching deadline for the Innovative Grants and said that sidewalk work on 72nd Street
would begin this summer.
III. Presentations

1. Tacoma Housing Authority - Steve Clair (Hillsdale Heights project manager) gave
an update on the Hillsdale project. Soon they will select a site layout and then go to
schematic design by the end of August while working to get the grading permit so
that the grading can occur before the rain starts. They expect construction to begin
12/08 and finish 11/09. Construction modules (being built to same specifications as
stick built; no local company can build the modules) will come in about 85%
complete making construction faster. Site has remained pretty clean. Michael Mirra
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
