Meeting Minutes for 6/16/08

I. Call to Order - meeting started at 6:30 pm. The first order of business was to approve
two new board members, Laura Rodriguez and Sahara Chea. Nancy Davis made a motion
to approve the new members (Bill W. seconded) and the motion carried.

II. Reports
Police Report was given by Lt. Don Williams. Compared to 1 year ago Monday calls are
down while Friday calls are up. For fireworks complaints call 798-4722.
Fire Department Report was given by Gene Williams. He passed out 2 handouts ­
fireworks being illegal in the City of Tacoma and extended events supplies.
Parks Department Report was given by a Michael Bradley. Portland Avenue Park will
get $300,000 for updates and it was suggested that some of that money be used to put a
camera system at the Portland Avenue Center. He also gave out a handout on the bond
projects.
City Liaison Report was given by Matt Peelen. Expect the 6/17 City Council meeting to
be long as the last one was cancelled due to illness.
Treasurer's Report was given by Becky Fontaine. Becky provided a handout with
specifics about the account.
Neighborhood Advisor Report was given by Elton Gatewood. The Community Based
Service area will be expanded to include the area around the T-Dome to bring about a
positive change in that neighborhood.
III. Presentations

Sandy Burgess and Jerome Davis presented information on a new housing and retail
development as a joint effort between the Eastside Community Church (ECC) and the
Metropolitan Development Council (MDC). It will be located on 2.75 acres at 4206
Portland Ave. on property currently owned by the ECC and will include 32 new
housing units. Nancy Davis (Bill W. seconded) made a motion that the Eastside
Neighborhood Council write a letter supporting that the project move forward. There
was some discussion about apartment rental costs (1 bedroom - $687; 2 bedrooms ­
$818; 3 bedrooms - $989) and how tenants qualify. The motion passed. A handout
about the project was distributed.
