Meeting Minutes for 8/18/08

I. Call to Order - meeting started at 6:30 pm. The minutes for May and June were
adopted as written.

II. Reports
Police Report was given by Lt. Shawn Stringer. Compared to 1 year ago prostitution calls
are down 50%. There were 5273 calls (all types) for the month of July. There will be a
town hall style meeting on 8/20/08 at 6:00 PM with one of the state senators.
Fire Department Report was given by Gene Williams. He passed out 2 handouts — safely
shutting off utilities and when to call 911. CERT training will begin 9/9/08 — classes will
fill up fast and meet one night a week.
Parks Department Report was given by a Nancy Davis. The Portland Avenue Center
now has a security guard and has been effective. To still get your opinion in about parks in
Tacoma go to the parks website and take the survey. Nancy distributed a handout on Fall
Park Activities.
City Liaison Report was given by Matt Peelen. The City Council meeting during the
week of Labor Day has been cancelled. Matt distributed a handout on CPTED about home
crime fighting. The 2" annual Grow Local Tacoma tour is now taking place and you can
get info from http://www.growlocaltacoma.com/.
Treasurer’s Report was given by Becky Fontaine. Becky provided a handout with
specifics about the account.
Neighborhood Advisor Report was given by Elton Gatewood. At the 8/19/08 City
Council meeting it is expected that the council will approve the innovative grant
recommendations. Elton distributed several handouts about financial housing counseling.
I11. Presentation
Jim Parvey talked about the 6-year Tacoma transportation plan. The plan is required by
the Growth Management Act and must be updated yearly. The biggest issue is that
there is never enough funding for all of the projects. Jim distributed handouts that
describe the plan and funding as well as projects that are included in the 6-year plan.
The Eastside Council is to prioritize the top 3 projects and get that information to Jim
before 9/19/08. Jim will send out an updated list to include projects that are partially
completed or have gone out to bid. The Infrastructure Committee headed by Bill
Mattox will take the lead on this issue. There was considerabie discussion with the
audience about neglected roads in particular neighborhoods.
